HOTEL UPDATES

Hotel/ Room Count

As of September 25, 2009 there are 280 hotels registered in The Bahamas with 15,512 bedrooms (NPI: 63 hotels with 9,009 rooms; GBI: 26 hotels with 2,697 rooms and BOI: 191 hotels with 3,506 rooms.)

Effective July 20 and August 18, respectively, Xanadu Beach Resort & Marina (180 rooms) of Sunken Treasure Drive and Port Lucaya Resort & Yacht Club (160 rooms) of Royal Palm Way, Grand Bahama are closed for an indefinite period. As such, the room count above was reduced to (15,512 from last months’ total of 15,552) a difference of 340 rooms.
