HOTEL UPDATES

Hotel/ Room Count

As at March 30, 2010 there are 281 hotels registered in The Bahamas with a total 15,398 bedrooms.  Nassau: 47 hotels with 3,843 rooms; Paradise Island: 16 hotels with 5,142 rooms. Nassau/PI cumulative room total = 8,985 bedrooms with 63 hotels properties.  GBI:  24 hotels with 2,603 rooms and Bahama Out Islands (BOI): 194 hotels with 3,810 cumulative room total.
As reflected in the Hotel Licensing Departmental Report dated September 25, 2009 the total hotel room count within The Bahamas stood at approximately (15,512). To date, (March 30, 2010) the cumulative guest rooms total within The Bahamas stands at approximately (15,398), an overall reduction of (114 rooms).
Hotels with beach-front/access will soon be identified on the on the Hotels’ Directory.  In addition, hotels that have received Green Globe and Blue Certification Awards are also reflected on the Hotels’ Directory.  However, the total number of beach-front properties will be advised at a later date, upon finalization of same.
